36 votes — told The New Daily that in 2017, he
feels calmer than ever. “The Resilience Pro-
ject journal has helped me be calm and in the
moment this season,” Martin said. “It's also
helped me to feel grateful for all I've got ... for
the opportunity to play footy for a club like Rich-

mond.”
