In order to keep
St Patrick’s Catholic Primary School fees to a minimum, it is imperative that all of our accounts are paid on time. If you do not

Curriculum News

Booklists and App lists will be sent home in the next few weeks. Please note that our iPad requirements for 2018 have changed.
iPads are an optional device for Prep to Year 2. Children in Year 3 — 6 must bring a 5* Gen or newer iOS compatible iPad
with a minimum of 32Gb storage. Ideally children will have 64Gb storage or more to ensure longevity of the device. Extra
storage means there is space for non-school related Apps and games that parents may allow children to download. School Apps
and school work must take priority over games and other Apps. If storage space for school work becomes limited, children will be
asked to delete these extra Apps.

We have again worked with JB Hi-Fi to set up a school portal through which you can purchase an iPad. This has been personalised
for our school and provides a way for you to purchase an ipad and case online with pick up from the local JB Hi-Fi store. We have
set up this portal to offer only the iPads preferred for use at St Patrick’s school.
