“Joseph, and my wife Mary,” came the reply The little
innkeeper put his head around the door and blurted out, “Mary and the baby can come in, but Joseph, you go to hell.”

With that, Joseph burst into tears, the shepherds bashed up the innkeeper and the three wise men started attacking the children who were inside
the camel costume. Sister turned to me and said, “This wasn’t the way it was supposed to go,” and it took ten minutes to restore peace.

For long enough we have cleaned up Christmas too
much. The original Christmas must have been a terribly messy affair. After travelling for days in the last month of her pregnancy, the nineteen-
year-old Joseph has to help his fifteen-year-old wife have a child in a cave where the smell of animals must have been shocking. This is far from
the sanitised image we have on our cards or that we sing in our carols.
