As Catholics, we celebrated Migrant and
Refugee Sunday last weekend, and it is timely to remind ourselves of the amazing contributions migrants have made to our country, and the inter-
national responsibility we have to assist refugees. | feel privileged to have met so many wonderful people who have come from all over the globe
to settle here in Australia, and | am deeply ashamed of the way in which some of the people who seek refuge here are treated. McCain alluded to
the fact that we can be absolutely patriotic towards Australia, and show refugees and migrants the welcome they deserve.
