Just before the holidays, a young man, and a former student of our school, passed away suddenly and unexpect-

edly from a heart attack. The tragic and sudden loss of such a young man has of course devastated his partner, 

his close and extended family, and his friends.  This loss of a young partner, a family member and a friend will 

never make sense. It just should not happen, and his passing will cause immense pain to those close to him, for 

the rest of their own lives.  

This weekend when you consider how you will acknowledge ANZAC Day, please keep in mind that the Gallipoli 

campaign alone cost the lives of at least 8, 141 Australians. The sheer number of war casualties somehow pre-

vents us from fully realizing that every one of those who died for us, was deeply loved. They were someone’s 

child, someone’s close relative, someone’s best friend, someone’s parent and partner.   

We have emailed a letter home to every family, inviting students to join our school community as we march at 

the public service on Monday, and I hope your family will attend.  ANZAC Day is an important national ceremony, 

and sadly it has become even more important this year with the conflict in Ukraine. We need to acknowledge 

war – bravery, sacrifice, and the immense human cost it entails. If war is necessary, it must be after all other 

avenues have been exhausted and the decision is widely informed. Marching on ANZAC Day reminds us of all 

these things – what we stand for and what we will not allow. 

COVID 

This week we have had between three and four staff and approximately 40 students away largely due to Covid 

or being a close contact. We can expect this trend to continue for a time and that working flexibly with staff, and 

class groupings will be necessary into the future. It is also a good reminder to us all to monitor our own families 

and ensure that students remain at home if they have COVID symptoms.

COVID-19 UPDATE
