When exiting the Pick Up Zone, 

please consider turning left on to Mulgrave Street to 

assist with traffic congestion.  A map is attached for your attention. 

 Parking in the Mulgrave Street Carpark is for staff only. Parents are 

not to park in this area before 9am and between 3:00 – 

3:20pm, as it severely disrupts the Pick Up and Drop Off pro-

cess. The one exception to this is for our two families who use our 

designated Disabled Parks in the staff carpark.  

 If you park on Mulgrave St and walk into the school to wait for your 

child please avoid walking across the car park driveway. We 

have two pedestrian paths either side of the carpark, so that no-one 

needs to walk across the busy driveway. 

 You may continue to collect your children at the George and Pow-

ers Street gates. There is a teacher on duty at all gates until

at 3:20pm will be directed to Ms Nicole in the Administration block.
