I walk through their classrooms regu-
larly, and I always see children who are engaged and enjoying the process of learning.  The learning is relevant, purposeful and scaffolded in a way 
that allows children to achieve.  When you offer this quality of learning, relationships between teachers and students is warm and positive, and 
classrooms are happy, productive places. 
 

This week, four of us are visiting schools in Brisbane, simply to learn more.  Even though those attending are very capable and experienced teach-
ers, each one is committed to be even better informed about teaching and learning, so that they themselves continue to grow as professionals.   
Learning for all of us, adults and children, is just so important. I read an article recently about learning in the Harvard Business Review.  It suggested 
that ‘learning is good for your health, your wallet and your social life’. 
 

Reading a book, even for a short time, reduces stress levels. Those who keep learning throughout their life tend to earn more because of the cur-
rency of their knowledge and skills. People who are curious and who keep informed about important matters can easily engage in conversations 
with a range of people across a myriad of subjects. 
 

More than ever before, the children in our school will need to be life-long learners, and it is great to see our students learning the skills and atti-
tudes that will set them up for that future.
