It was a beautiful message to receive, and one that so perfectly encapsulates that special and unique relationship between parents 
and their children.  John Thornhill wrote, “From our earliest years, we have learned to know what genuine love is, not from lessons 
in words, but by being loved ourselves.” 
 
We celebrate Mothers’ Day because mothers teach us about love, and I can’t think of anything more important in life, than learning 
about love.  It is only through loving and being loved, that we learn about ourselves and our own worth. We learn also how to have 
good and genuine relationships with other people and with our God.
