It is again timely to remind parents and care-givers not to be complacent about cold and flu symptom:s.

Symptoms in-
clude sudden fever, dry cough, muscle aches and pains, fatigue, headache, sore throat and a stuffy or runny nose.

If your child has cold or flu-like symptoms, the following is advised:

* Keep your child home from school;

* Ensure your child washes their hands regularly with soap and water or sanitiser gel;

* Encourage your children when coughing or sneezing, to cover their mouth and nose with disposable tissues which
should be disposed of immediately;

* Ensure they drink plenty of fluids and get lots of rest;

* Consult your doctor if you are concerned about their symptoms.

Queensland Health Guidelines advise that individuals displaying flu like symptoms should stay at home until such symptoms
have passed (normally 5-7 days).
