FIRST WEEK OF LENT

Genesis 9:8-15 | 1 Peter3:18-22 | Mark 1:12-15

Mark’'s Gospel is bold and challenging. It doesn't beat around the bush. Throughout this year, there
will be many Sundays when we really need to tune in because Mark's Gospel doesn't wait for the
reader to be ready. It is right in your face, to use a modern expression. Sometimes Mark reminds us
of the wise old person who doesn't use many words, but every one of those words counts. There
can't be many books of so few pages that have had such a mighty impact on the world.

Today, a few lines tell us that Jesus went into the desert for 40 days and ‘was tempted by Satan.' He
was 'with the wild beasts’, meaning he was vulnerable as he was immersed in the natural world. This
was surely an experience of struggle and growth. Then suddenly Jesus discovers that John the
Baptist has been arrested. In a few lines, Mark creates the impression of a challenging time.

How did Jesus respond? He seems to have been enlivened, to have decided to create change. He is % .
full of energy and purpose. ‘The time has come,’ he says. In his vulnerability, he has discovered that Memory collects water at her family village in Mwanza

Perhaps we might spend time with the words of today’s Psalm: ‘God guides me in the right path; God
teaches the Lord's way to the poor.”

BUNDABERG DISTRICT U12 SCHOOL SPORTS TRIALS—2024

Trial information will be advised in the school’s newsletter each week detailing trial information for upcoming individual
and team events. Gaining selection in a Bundaberg District Team is the first step on the pathway to representing Wide
Bay and Queensland. To represent Bundaberg District, students must be born 2012, 2013 & 2014 (only exceptional 10
year old students will be given permission to trial in team sports). The majority of team sport trials occur in February and
March. Please be aware of the following points:
Team sports are selected in an U12 category and it is very unlikely that a 10 year old student would be selected,
with the exception of Rugby League. Rugby League selects students in U10, U11 and U12 categories due to the
contact nature of the sport.
Bundaberg District trials are not ‘have a go’ trials. St Patrick’s has a responsibility for sending students who we feel
display high ability in the chosen sport and a high level of behaviour.
Students wishing to trial must have a consent form issued by the school with authorisation from Mr Plumb, Ms
Gollshewsky or Annette Hammermeister. Students will not be able to participate in the trials without a Bundaberg
District Primary Schools nomination form.
Cross Country and Athletics nominations will be made by the school after our school carnivals. Swimming & Aquath-
lon are the exceptions - Wide Bay School Sport are responsible for the selection of these teams.
