Lent is a time when we focus on being the best version of ourselves, and acting for others. For our community, Mrs Cook has boldly named $5 000
as an amount we can raise during Lent. If achieved, we will fund a solar powered water pump for a rural school in Zimbabwe. Funds from Project
Compassion, our Mini Fair and sausage sizzles will go towards this project so they too can learn the importance of sharing what we have and sup-
porting others.

It is wonderful to see what we can achieve as a community, and on this our Welcome Dance is on next Thursday. It is a fabulous occasion, and we
have it simply to build community. Please join us if you possibly can. Your kids will love it. You’ll meet some new people and you’ll be headed
home for bed by 7:00pm.
